Sport Coordinator 
Brian is a serving member of the Winnipeg Police Service for 12 years and previously 
completed 16 years with the Canadian Air Force. He has been active in the sport of 
shooting/biathlon since 1984 as a competitor, coach and referee and is also a competitive 
archer.  He is well-travelled, both in Canada and around the world, and he will be more than 
happy to assist you with any questions you may have about the event or travelling to see 
many of the attractions Winnipeg and Canada have to offer.  
 
Competition  Schedule 
Your daily schedule breakdown is as follows: 
August 1: Each athlete will shoot 1 individual competition. Start times 09:00, 10:00, 11:00. 
August 2: Weather day 
 
You will be notified which relay you are in the morning of competition at Equipment 
Inspection.  
 
Your team results are your individual results compiled, you will not run a separate race.  
 
Sport Equipment 
You will be expected to bring all of your required race, safety and firearm equipment for your 
competition. No competition -required equipment, including firearms or ammunition, will be 
provided for competitors to utilize during the event.

Equipment Storage 
RBC Convention Centre (375 York Avenue, Winnipeg) will have supervised, secured and 
staffed firearms and ammunition storage (room 2G) for the duration of the event. Storage 
will be free of charge for the athletes competing in Biathlon. Storage will be open July 26 
until August 7, 2023.  
 
On the day of the competition, athletes will pick up their firearms and ammunition from the 
storage facility and be transported to the venue. Upon return, athletes will once again secure 
their firearms and any remaining ammunition in the lockup until they depart Winnipeg. 2023 
WPFG Host Society will not be transporting a firearm on behalf of an athlete.  
 
Storage will be under 24/7 armed security. Athlete`s accreditation or Passport AND Non-
Resident Firearm Declaration Form (RCMP5589) or Canadian PAL (Possession and 
Acquisition License) will serve as documents accepted to drop off/pick up firearms at the 
storage. 
 
Additional Sport Information  
The running course will be prepared prior to the event and is expected to be a compacted 
natural material over a dirt base. The track is flat with no significant elevation changes. 
 
Venue 
Winnipeg Revolver & Pistol Association  
1201 Miller Rd, Winnipeg MB 
 
The event facility is an outdoor range located outside the city. It will be set up with a dry 
equipment change tent where you will be able to change into/out of your race gear. 
Following the equipment check you will be able to place your equipment on the range prior to 
the race. 
 
Food and beverage kiosks will be available at all competition venues. 
 
Non accredited persons will not be allowed on the venue.

Transportation  
As part of your Accreditation, you will be granted free access to Winnipeg Transit services, 
which is perfect for getting around to different attractions throughout the city as well as the 
majority of our competition venues. For more details on routes and schedules please visit 
the Winnipeg Transit Trip Planner.   
 
 
 
As this venue is located outside the Winnipeg Transit footprint, WPFG will provide a 
Dedicated Athlete Bus which will depart from the RBC Convention Centre Transportation 
Hub. Please visit the Transportation Information Desk located at the front entrance of the 
RBC Convention Centre for your detailed schedule prior to competition. 
 
Parking  
There is extremely limited parking at Winnipeg Revolver and Pistol Association, please use 
the Athlete Shuttle whenever possible.

All competitors are REQUIRED to register at the RBC Convention Centre Accreditation 
Centre and receive their credentials no later than the day before their competition begins.
