Competition Schedule 
Your events by day schedule is available on the WPFG website through the Track and Field 
page now! Event start times will be posted by July 20th.  
  
Athletes must check in at athlete check in 1 hour prior to the event start time to receive bibs 
and further instructions. Prior to each discipline athletes must check in at the Athlete 
Control Centre at the back of the track.  
 
Practice Days 
No practice days will be available, however, practice space will be available during 
competition days. 
 
Sport Equipment 

● Our track allows pyramid spikes on the track; these spikes should not exceed 7mm 
for the oval and 9mm for the throws and jumps area or D areas. 

● Athletes may bring their own pole vault  pole.  
● Athletes are responsible for bringing their own athletic gear and water bott le. 
● A water refill truck will be available to athletes to use. 
● Field implements will be available for all categories.

Additional Sport Information  
Should numbers permit, heats and finals will be run in 100, 200m, 400m and hurdles.  If there 
are less than 8 athletes in an age group in these 4 events. The event will be run as a final at 
the final time as listed on the Schedule.  
 
Advancement from the Heats to Finals:  First place in each heat and next fastest times to 
reach 8. 
 
If athlete numbers are greater than 24 in these events, there will be heats, semi-finals, and 
finals.
